e Through songs and rhymes, I will learn to count to ten.
e [ will know that the last number I say when I count a small group of
items will tell me how many there are.
e  When I am playing with my friends, I will use words like ‘in front of’ and
‘behind’ to help them find the things they need.
e [ will start to use words like bigger/smaller, longer/shorter and
heavier/lighter to compare two things.
