Fundamentals
In this unit pupils will develop the fundamental skills of balancing, running, jumping, hopping and skipping. Pupils will develop their ability to change direction with balance and control. They will be given the opportunity to explore how the body moves at different speeds as well as how to accelerate and decelerate.
Pupils will be asked to observe and recognise improvements for their own and others’ performances and identify areas of strength and areas for development. Pupils will be given the opportunity to work on their own and with others, taking turns and sharing ideas.

Ball Skills:
In this unit pupils have opportunities to develop a variety of ball skills without the restrictions of specific rules related to well known games. They will develop their accuracy and consistency when tracking a ball, explore a variety of throwing techniques and learn to select the appropriate throw for the situation. They will develop catching with one and two hands as well as dribbling with feet and hands. These skills are applied to small group games. Pupils will have the opportunity to take on different roles and work both individually and with others.
	In Year 3, children will have attended swimming lessons in the summer term. They will have learnt about the range of different strokes and practised these in lessons if they are ready to do so.



In Year 2, children worked on the skills of balancing, running, jumping, hopping and skipping.  They were given opportunities to work with a range of different equipment. 











In year 2 and 3, pupils will have had the opportunity to develop their skills of throwing, catching, rolling, hitting a target, dribbling with both hands and feet and kicking.

	In Year 3, the children will have been introduced to the phonic sounds from the Early Language and the first set of phonic sounds from the Intermediate Type.



In Year 3, children will learn key facts about France, basic geography of France and the countries that surround it.
Children will learn how to say ‘hello’, ‘goodbye’, as well as ask and answer the question ‘how are you?’ in the foreign language answering the question using ça va?,  . Along with learning the names of animals and musical instruments.

	Musical Structures:
