	English
	 The Tear Thief (3 weeks) 
After exploring the idea that emotions could be matched with jewels, children will create a shared-poem, explore different verb forms used in the text, write a letter in role using the present perfect form and explore the idea that tears shed for different reasons.

Taking flight (3weeks) 
Tony is a young boy who desperately wants to spend time with his dad but he is always too busy with work. In this unit, we will look into the emotions of Tony, empathising with him. We will then write in first person to create diary entries, reflecting Tony’s emotional journey.

Cinnamon (4 weeks) 
Children make inferences about the characters and situations in the story. They consider the emotions of characters including Cinnamon herself (in the form of diaries) and also of their parents when creating adverts. Children will experience conventions of dialogue through drama and children go on to write a story in the style of Cinnamon using speech.

	Romans 
I will learn a chronology from the earliest times to the present day, how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world.
I will learn about the nature of ancient civilizations; the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies; achievements and follies of mankind.

	Compose with your friends:
When you are composing music together, there is a lot to remember! Music is often written based on various key signatures that guide melodies used in the music. There is often a note that sounds like ‘home’, or where a melody should ‘land’. This is called the ‘tonic pitch’ or the ‘home note’ and makes a melody or a song sound final – like it has been resolved. Practice listening, singing, and playing instruments to explore this important note in music.
