	Brazil
Children will learn about the continent of South America before concentrating on the country of Brazil.   They will learn about physical and human features of the country as well the differing climate it has.  Children will identify differences between rural and Urban Brazil as well as compare poor and rich areas of Rio.  They will also learn about the indigenous people of the Amazon Rainforest.
Russia
Children will continue to develop their understanding of counties. They will locate Russia on a map and look at the Ural mountains. They will also explore biomes of Russia, building on their knowledge of from their Year 3 understanding. They will explore the capital of Russia (Moscow) and look at traditions within Russia.  

	Children will have learned how to find the world’s countries and continents, using maps, atlases and globes. They will concentrate on the Rainforest and will learn about the physical and human characteristics.

	Drawing – Power Prints
* Create several pencil tones when shading and create a simple 3D effect.
* Explore the effect of holding a pencil in different ways and applying different pressures.
* Use charcoal and rubber to show areas of light and dark in their drawings.
* Demonstrate an awareness of the relative size of the objects they draw.
* Use scissors with care and purpose to cut out images.
* Try out multiple arrangements of cut images to decide on their composition.  
* Use different tools to create marks and patterns when scratching into a painted surface.
* Show some awareness of how to create contrast by including areas with more and less marks.
* Create an interesting finished drawing based on their original composition, including detail such as contrast and pattern.
* Work co-operatively to create a joint artwork, experimenting with their methods.

	In Year 3, children completed the Drawing – Growing Artists unit.
They recognised how artists use shape in drawing, understood how to create tone in drawing by shading, understood how texture can be created and used to make art, applied observational drawing skills to create detailed studies and explored composition and scale to create abstract drawings.

	OAA:
OAA (outdoor adventurous activities) allows pupils to develop problem solving skills through a range of challenges. Pupils work independently, as a pair and in a small group to plan, explore, solve, reflect and improve on strategies. Pupils develop communication skills, taking on the role of a leader and working within a team. Pupils develop navigation skills including orientating a map, identifying key symbols and drawing and following a route.





Fitness:
In this unit pupils will take part in a range of activities that explore and develop different areas of their health and fitness. Pupils will be given opportunities to work at their maximum and improve their fitness levels, recognising how the activities make them feel. They will need to persevere when they get tired or when they find a challenge hard and are encouraged to support others to do the same. Pupils are asked to recognise areas for improvement and suggest activities that they could do to do this. Pupils will be encouraged to work safely and with control. 
Athletics
In this unit, pupils will develop basic running, jumping and throwing techniques. They are set challenges for distance and time that involve using different styles and combinations of running, jumping and throwing. As in all athletic activities, pupils think about how to achieve their greatest possible speed, distance or accuracy and learn how to persevere to achieve their personal best.




Gymnastics:
In this unit pupils develop balancing, rolling, jumping and inverted movements and use these skills to create more complex sequences. Pupils are taught to demonstrate control in their behaviour to create a safe environment for themselves and others to work in. They work independently and in collaboration with others to create and develop sequences. Pupils are given opportunities to receive and provide feedback in order to make improvements on their performances. In gymnastics as a whole, pupils develop performance skills considering the quality and control of their actions.
	OAA:
In Year 3, children will have learnt OAA (outdoor adventurous activities) allowed pupils to develop problem solving skills through a range of challenges. Pupils worked independently, as a pair and in a small group to plan, explore, solve, reflect and improve on strategies. Pupils learnt what made a good team and explored key skills such as inclusion and trust. Pupils began to learn to orientate a map, identify key symbols and draw and follow routes.

Fitness:
In Year 2, pupils will have taken part in a range of activities to develop components of fitness. Pupils will have begun to explore and develop agility, balance, co-ordination, speed and stamina. Pupils will have been given the opportunity to work independently and with others. Pupils will have developed perseverance and shown determination to work for longer periods of time.
Athletics
Throughout Key Stage 1, children will have learnt fundamental skills of running, jumping, skipping, hopping, balancing, throwing, and catching.







Gymnastics:
In year 3, pupils will have developed balancing, rolling and jumping. They used these skills individually and in combination. Pupils developed their sequence work, collaborating with others to use matching and contrasting actions and shapes and develop linking sequences smoothly with actions that flow. Pupils developed their confidence to perform, considering the quality and control of their actions.
