	Through the Ages
Children will be introduced to what life was like from the Stone Age to the Iron Age.  They will learn about hunter-gatherers as well as early farming.  
	Year 2 – Children learn about The Black Death & Great Fire of London. Children will have experiences using various historical sources and made comparisons between the past and present.

Handball
In this unit pupils develop their understanding of the attacking and defending principles of invasion games. Pupils develop their understanding of the importance of fair play and honesty while self-managing games and learning and abiding by key rules, as well as evaluating their own and others’ performances.
