	Plants
Children will identify different parts of a plant and will understand the conditions needed for them to survive.  They will learn about how water is transported in plants.
Rocks and Soils
Children will learn about different types of rocks and will sort and classify them based upon physical properties and appearance.  They will also understand that fossils are formed when things that have lived are trapped in the rock.


	In Year 2, pupils learned to observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants and find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.
