	Relationships Children will learn how to solve friendship problems when they occur.  They will know what makes a good relationship with others.

	OAA (Outdoor Adventurous Activities)  
Children will continue to apply and develop a broader range of skills, learning how to use them in different ways and to link them to make actions and sequences of movement. Children will enjoy communicating, collaborating and competing with each other.

Cricket
In this unit, pupils explore their understanding of the principles of striking and fielding. They develop an understanding of the different roles of bowler, wicket, keeper, fielder and batter. Pupils will be trying to outwit their opposition by striking a ball and tryin to avoid fielders so that they can run between wickets to score runs. 

Gymnastics
Children will develop balancing, rolling and jumping. They will learn to use these skills individually and in combination. They will work with others to create matching and contrasting shapes and sequences.

Athletics
In this unit, pupils will develop basic running, jumping and throwing techniques. They are set challenges for distance and time that involve usinf different styles and combinations of running, jumping and throwing. As in all athletic activities, pupils think about how to achieve their greatest possible speed, distance or accuracy and learn how to persevere to achieve their personal best. Pipils are also given opportunities to measure, time and record scores.
	In the previous term, children will have learnt basic water skills and will have developed water confidence. 


In Year 2, children will have mastered basic movements including running, jumping, catching and throwing.  
	Floating, push and glide, submerge,          safety, rules, rescue, stroke, rotation, streamline, sculling, sequence, backstroke, front crawl, butterfly,  Breast-stroke.
