	Whole School Story
Each year, a different text is studied for the first unit in English by ever child in the school. Therefore, this part of the curriculum will be tailored specifically to the cohort of children, their needs and their interests.
Bear under the stairs
William is scared of the unknown place under the stairs because he believes a bear is lurking there. In this story, the children will empathise with the character, exploring their own fears, make predictions about what happens next and write their own version of the narrative.
The Bear and the Piano
Continuing with the theme of bears, the children learn about a talented bear who can play the piano. They will use adjectives to show emotions and create a non-chronological report about the bear and his meteoric rise to fame.
Look up!
This is a story about Rockey, an energetic, space-crazed chatterbox wants to share her passion for the skies with everyone around her. But, can she convince her own big brother to put his phone down for once and actually ‘Lookup!’? The children will develop their speaking and listening skills during this unit and they will write to inform others.
Man on the Moon
Bob has a very special job – LOOKING AFTER THE MOON! He knows almost everything about it, but there’s one thing he’s blissfully unaware of… ALIENS! In this unit the children will write a short narrative about Bob’s life and persuasive adverts to try to encourage tourists to visit the moon.
The Snowman
This unit is based upon the Raymond Brigg’s short film. Children will immerse themselves in the story and describe using adjectives and adverbs. 

Whole Class Reading:  How to hide a lion, Roger McGough Poetry and The Giraffe, Pelly and me.

Class Read:  The bear, the piano and the Little Bear’s concert, The bear, the piano, the dog and the fiddle, Animal explorers – Lola the plant hunter, Through the eyes of me, The smallest girl in the class, Mince spies, Goldilocks and the three crocodiles, Amazing Animal Homes.

	Local Study:
What happened in Eyam in 1665?
Children will learn about why the village of Eyam in Derbyshire is special.  They will learn about the Plague of 1665 and how it was bought to the village on contaminated cloth.  They will learn about how the village stopped the spread of the plague to other local villages.  Children will have the opportunity to visit the village of Eyam.
	In Year 1:
I learnt to be aware of changes within living memory.
I developed an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. 
I learnt about the passing of time in our living memory and created a timeline of our own living memory.
I used a vocabulary of everyday historical terms. 
I learnt about the similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.

	Geography
	Let’s Map Out Sinfin!
Children will learn about the importance of maps and use these to identify features of the local area.  They will learn about a compass and the different points on it.  Children will go on to learn about aerial and plan perspective and look at Sinfin from this view. They will learn about symbols on maps and create a map of the school and our local area.  Using all of this knowledge, children will then create a 3D map of Sinfin and Redwood Primary School. 

	In Year 1:
I learnt about the features of where I live, what man has made and what has grown naturally. 

I learnt to use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its countries.
I learnt to use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features.
I used a variety of things to help me learn about where I live such as aerial photographs, google maps and atlases.

	Sculpture and 3D – clay houses
Exploring the way clay can be shaped and joined, children learn a range of essential skills for working with this medium.  They learn about the sculpture of Rachel Whiteread and create their own clay house tile in response.

	Textiles - Fabric faces – joining materials. 
The children will learn all about different fabrics. They will explore and become familiar with the names of different fabrics and learn how to choose and manipulate fabrics to create different effects; they will also learn how to join fabrics in a variety of ways. Running stitch will be introduced during this unit. Finally, children get the chance to apply all of these skills to help them create their own fabric face which they will evaluate.

	Pulse, Rhythm and Pitch & Playing in an Orchestra 
The children will demonstrate that music is a combination of pulse, rhythm and pitch - the foundations of every song they learn. They will continue to listen to and learn about many different styles of music - begin to recognise more different sounds and hear how they create harmony together. They will learn how to play music together and have fun whilst learning simple notes on the glockenspiels and recorders.  The children will sing and move together with more of an understanding of how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together.
