Children will create safety posters using imperative verbs.  They will also write a diary entry from the view of the cat that was saved in the fire.
The Great Fire of London Day.
Following a Year 2 visit, the children will write about their experience of the Great Fire of London Day. They will write about this real life event, including their feelings and what they did, placing the events in a chronological order as well as learning technical vocabulary about the time period.
The Dragon Machine
This is story about Dragons hidden in plain sight. The children will expand their vocabulary to describe dragons and create a set of instructions to catch the mystical creatures. 
Performance poetry
The children will explore and perform a variety of poetry.
Zahra
This children write in the third person to create some journalistic writing, detailing the kindness and hard work or Zahra.
Wangari’s Trees of Peace
The children will learn about Wangari, an activist who worked hard to conserve the natural environment in Kenya. They will create a non-chronological report about her life and her achievements, referencing and reinforcing the skills learnt during the unit, “The Bear and the Piano”. Also, they will use digital media to write to Wangari’s daughter, an activist who is following in her mother’s footsteps.

Whole Class Reading: A squash and Squeeze, The Day the crayons quit and The Dragon Machine. 

Class Read:  Blansky – The Street Cat, Troll Stinks, Coming to England, The most important animal of all, Funny bums, freaky beaks and other incredible creatures.

	Net and wall games
Pupils will develop their understanding of attacking and defending principles in net games such as using a ready position to defend their court and placement of a ball into space. They use and develop skills such as throwing, catching, tracking and hitting a ball. They learn how to score points and how to play to the rules. They work independently with a partner and in a small group to begin to self-manage their own games, showing respect and kindness towards their teammates and opponents.
Fundamentals
In this unit pupils will develop the fundamental skills of balancing, running, changing direction, jumping, hopping and skipping. Pupils will be given opportunities to work with a range of different equipment. Pupils will be asked to observe and recognise improvements for their own and others’ skills and identify areas of strength. Pupils will be given the opportunity to work collaboratively with others, taking turns and sharing ideas.
Dance (Indoor)
Pupils should develop fundamental movement skills, become increasingly competent and confident and access a broad range of opportunities to extend their agility, balance and coordination, individually and with others
Invasion Games
Pupils develop their understanding of the principles of defending and attacking for invasion games. They use and develop skills such as sending and receiving with both feet and hands, as well as dribbling with both feet and hands. They have the opportunity to play uneven and even sided games. They learn how to score points in these types of games and learn to play the rules.

	Music
	Inventing a musical story
In this unit, we ask, ‘How does music make the world a better place?’. This social question evolves as the children move through the scheme while encouraging them to be responsible and kind citizens of the world. We explore how music can be used for many reasons, including to tell a story and express our feelings. The children explore how music can be loud, soft, fast or slow, smooth and connected or short and detached. We also use instruments with different sounds to help communicate a story and different emotions.

Recognising different sounds
In this unit the children listen to voices and instruments at the same time, identifying how and when harmony takes place. They also learn how to identify different instruments that have been played.
	In Year 1, the learnt about having fun with improvisation and they all had the opportunity to create something new.
