The Goldilocks Project  
Fiction texts.  Children will create a wanted poster, rewrite the tale of Goldilocks and The Three Bears from her point of view and produce a sequel to the original story.  
Meerkat Mail
Sunny the meerkat lives with his enormous family in the Kalahari desert. They are all very close… so close, infact, that one day Sunny decides it’s just too crowded and packs his bags. He’s off to visit his mongoose cousins. But he doesn’t fit in and who’s that shadowy figure following him around? The children will plan and sequence events in order to write a narrative and write an information text about meerkats.
The Minpins
“Beware beware the Forest of Sin, none come out but many go in!” warned his mother. But, Little Billy didn’t listen and ignored her. I wonder what he will discover. This unit focuses on developing narrative skills. The children will create their own characters and settings to produce a similar narrative to that of the Minpins.

	History
	Changes in Technology and the lives of significant individuals – Tim Berners-Lee
This unit looks at the changes in technology over the past 60 years. The children will begin by thinking about the term ‘technology’ and what that means. They will then consider the technology that they use in their everyday lives. The lessons then look back at technology of the past, spanning 60 years. Lessons 2, 3 and 4 focus on a specific kind of technology e.g. technology to help us write, talk and be entertained. Children will make comparisons between technology of the past and the modern day, thinking about how our lives have changed with the advances in technology. The lessons then move on to thinking about historical figures in the history of technology, e.g. Tim Berners-Lee and the impact his inventions have had. Throughout all of these lessons, children will discuss what things we do to help us find out about the past. The children will learn about being a history detective and will be encouraged to ask questions, make comparisons and use evidence to help them come to conclusions.
	In Year 1:

I used words related to the passing of time.

I learnt about the similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.

	How do some people talk to god?
In this unit, children will describe what prayer means, identify some reasons why people might pray, explain how some people use their bodies during prayer, identify some similarities and differences between the ways in which people pray, understand why special objects and items of clothing are important to some people when they pray and draw connections between prayer practices within the Hindu, Muslim and Jewish world views.

Where do some people talk to god?
In this unit the children will learn to identify some features of mosques and their importance to some Muslims, explain how the features of an Orthodox Christian church might help some people pray, make connections between beliefs about the Trinity and Christian places of worship, identify some features of a synagogue and discuss their importance, to recognise that community and equality are important values to many Sikh people and to explain what the similarities and differences between places of worship can tell us about some people’s beliefs.
	In Year 1: 
I learnt about ‘sacred’ and ‘holy’ places.
I talked about sacred belongings and why they are important to people.
I explored the main features of places of worship in Christianity and the Jewish faith.
I identified some similarities and differences between places of worship and how they are used. 
I explored the meanings of signs, symbols, artefacts and actions and how they help in worship.

	PE
	Yoga
Pupils learn about mindfulness and body awareness. They begin to learn poses and techniques that will help them to connect their mind and body. The unit looks to improve well-being by building strength, flexibility, co-ordination and balance. The learning includes breathing and meditation through fun and engaging activities. Pupils work independently, with a partner and small group.
Striking and Fielding (Outdoor)
In this unit, pupils develop their understanding of the principles of defending (fielding) and attacking (batting) for striking and fielding games. They use and develop skills such as throwing and catching, tracking a ball and striking a ball. They learn how to score points in these games, how to play to the rules and use simple tactics. They show respect towards others when playing competitively and develop communication skills to manage small sided games.
Team Building (Indoor)
In this unit, pupils develop their teamwork skills. They develop key skills of communication and problem solving. They learn to discuss, plan and reflect on ideas and strategies. They lead a partner whilst considering safety. Pupils have the opportunity to show honesty and fair play. They also begin to use basic map skills.
Athletics (Outdoor)
Pupils will develop skills required in athletic activities such as running at different speeds, jumping and throwing. In all athletic based activities, pupil will engage in performing skills and measuring performance, competing to improve on their own score and against others. They have opportunities to work collaboratively as well as independently. They learn how to improve by identifying areas of strength as well as development.
