You then go on to create a number of varied written outcomes using the text as a starting point including recounts, formal letters, dialogue, descriptions, obituaries and writing your own epic, heroic narrative using various poetic devices.

	Film Study – The Saga of Bjorn 
This is a two week movie unit using The Saga of Bjorn, a Literacy Shed short film. An old Viking is determined to reach Valhalla, the warrior's afterlife. To gain entry he has to die honourably in battle, but he discovers that the right death isn't so easy. Links to Year Five’s ‘Dark Ages’ topic with lots of discussion to be had about Valhalla, What Vikings believed about the afterlife etc. Their view of Christian missionaries travelling to Norse countries and the sackings of Lindisfarne.

	Film and Book study -The arrival by Sean Tan
This is a three-week sequence using The Arrival by Shaun Tan. It explores the issue of immigration and the reasons why people have to flee countries and seek asylum. This is best used in conjunction with Black History Month as they explore characters, emotions, different points of view and the challenges faced by the main character and some of the other characters that have made their way to the new land. You will write diary of the little girl. There will also be opportunities to write short scripts for scenes and narrative passages to describe what is happening at certain points in the book. It includes exemplified grammar activities throughout, as well as including drama techniques, such as Thought Tapping.
