Geography
	Where We Live: Europe
I will be learning to identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including day and night). I will also be naming and locating the different continents and counties, using maps to focus on Europe. I will be comparing and contrasting the human and physical characteristics of these countries. We will be learning about significant events that have shaped Europe – Chernobyl.
	I have learned how to locate the different continents on a map and compared the climates of different areas of the world.
